Affordable Housing in Ohio

The U.S. Department of the Treasury announced more than $330 million in Recovery Act funding
through the Tax Credit Exchange (TCE) program to spur the development of affordable housing
units in Ohio, Michigan, Wisconsin, Kansas and Puerto Rico. Under this program, The Ohio
Housing Finance Agency received $21 million for the construction or renovation of affordable
housing developments.

The U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) also announced $83 million for
housing development in Ohio under the Tax Credit Assistance Program (TCAP) program. This
program will provide affordable housing to at least 35,000 low-income households. Ohio was the
first state to be awarded funds to kick-start stalled multifamily developments.
