• Provide placement in training, housing, and 
other services for homeless veterans.  
Applicants must demonstrate record in 
enrolling and placing individuals in 
employment for 3 years prior. 

• Non-Profits and government agencies able 
to apply.  Funded each year for a one-year 
period.
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Veterans’ Workforce 
Investment Program

• $500,000 - $750,000 Grants
• For larger non-profits or government 

orgs, providing employment services for 
VETS.

• Provide training, retraining, job 
placement, and support services.

• Funded for one year, with two additional 
option years.
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Center for Community & 
Faith-Based Initiatives

• Centers for Faith-Based and Community 
Initiatives (CFBCI) at the White House and 
eleven Federal Agencies (including DOL)

• Centers created by a series of Executive
